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Choices Releases New Film on an Exile's Return to Iran

documentary Letters from Iran, a moving account of Nezam Manouchehri's return to his 

homeland of Iran after many years spent living in San Francisco.

The Spanish daily El Pais called 

Letters from Iran a film that "makes Iran less bomb-able," by providing a rarely seen, intimate 

look at a generation of western-educated Iranian intellectuals.  Letters from Iran also deals 

with the struggle for artistic creation in a society that does not meet our modern specifications 

and basic social requirements for living, but seems to have a logic of its own.  Of special interest 

is the plight of women, including Manouchehri's wife, Norah, a painter who is forbidden to 

exhibit in Iranian galleries; and his daughter, forced to live abroad in order to pursue her 

education.
